EXAMPLE General Hold Harmless and Insurance Requirements
In order to protect the financial assets and interests of the entity, and to clarify responsibility and liability between the entity and its contractors, the following language is recommended for use in all contracts. 

Hold-Harmless and Indemnification Clause

If the ________________ is insured against claims for professional errors and omissions under a professional liability insurance policy, to extent (not including limits-refer to requirement below) the ________________ is covered under such policy, the ________________ shall indemnify and hold harmless the entity, its officers, agents, and employees from any claims, actions, liability or costs including attorney fees and other costs of defense, arising out of or in any way related to the work performed under this agreement, and arising from the sole negligence of the ________________. 

As to any other claims of liability, other than above described, ________________ shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the entity, its officers, agents and employees from any claims, actions, liability or costs including attorney fees and other costs of defense, arising out of or in any way related to the work performed under this agreement, and arising from the sole negligence of ________________.

General Insurance Clause

The ________________ shall maintain in force for the duration of this agreement a Commercial General Liability, Automobile Liability and Professional Liability Insurance policy(s) written on an occurrence basis with limits not less than ________________ per occurrence and ________________ in the aggregate naming the entity, its employees, officials and agents as an additional insured as respects to work of services performed under this agreement. This insurance will be primary over any insurance the entity may carry on its own. 

Evidence of the above coverage’s issued by a company satisfactory to the Entity shall be provided to the Entity by way of a certificate of insurance before any work of services commences. A _______ day notice of cancellation or material change in coverage clause shall be included. Failure to maintain the proper insurance shall be ground for immediate termination of this contract. 

Workers’ Compensation

________________ shall provide and maintain Workers’ Compensation coverage for its employees, officers, agents, or partners, as required by applicable workers’ compensation law. ________________ shall provide a certificate of insurance to the Entity as evidence of coverage containing a ________________ notice of cancellation clause. 
Equipment and Material

________________ shall be responsible for any loss, damage, or destruction, of its own property, equipment, and materials used in conjunction with the work.
Subcontractors
________________ shall require all subcontractors to provide and maintain General Liability, Auto Liability, Professional Liability (as applicable), and Workers’ Compensation insurance with coverage’s equivalent to those required of ________________ on this contract. The ________________shall require certificates of insurance from all subcontracts as evidence of coverage.

Exception or Waivers

Any exception or waiver of these requirements shall be subject to review and approval from the Entity’s business manager.
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
