	Hazardous Chemical Training Template



Objective: To educate employees about the hazards related to specific chemicals located or handled on their worksite
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	Preparation:

To maximize the benefits of this training exercise:

1. Study your hazardous chemical inventory list, and schedule a time and location to conduct a brief training activity for each material.
2. Prioritize training activities based on criteria such as the level of hazard or volume of the chemicals on the work site.
3. Locate your training as near as is safely feasible to where each material is stored or handled.
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	Training Format:

The following information should be presented through in-person instruction for each hazardous material:
1. Introduce the material by its product identifier on the container label.
2. Establish the types of hazards posed by the material.
3. Review the elements of the container label and what they communicate.
4. Point out the location of the safety data sheet (SDS) for the material.
5. Review the pertinent safety information provided on the SDS.
6. Discuss health effects such as routes of entry and exposure symptoms.
7. Discuss methods and observations that may be used to detect the presence or release of the chemical (e.g., monitoring devices, visual appearance, or odor).
8. Discuss protection measures such as appropriate work practices, emergency response procedures, and personal protective equipment (PPE).
9. Demonstrate any emergency isolation or shut-off procedures.
10. Engage veteran employees to recount past experiences or near misses associated with the chemical.
